I. Meeting called to order at 4:06 pm

II. Old Business – Responses from Winter Survey
a. Level 3

i. Discussion of adding Level 3 was held. Level 3 will be allowed at all invitationals, but must be judged as all other levels. There will be no State Championships at this level.

b. Fall season

i. Discussion was held of moving the compulsory season to the fall. No action was taken at this time.

c. Qualification Procedures

i. Discussion of the new qualification procedures was held. While the majority of reaction has been positive, there was discussion of ways to improve upon the system for next year. Discussion was tabled.

d. Pre-Season State Clinics

i. Discussion was held in reference to replys received from the state regarding pre-season state clinics. We will plan on changing the clinics to include more skill work, and also add time for bars and vault station work. We are looking into possibility of adding Level 7/8 clinic for this fall.

e. Pre-Regionals Clinics

i. Reaction was extremely positive regarding Level 8 clinics. Discussed possibility of adding Level 9/10, but not enough interest from clubs competing at that level.
f. Other

i. Idea was raised of selling MDUSAG merchandise at state meets to parents. We will do this at states this year on a trial basis to see if it is worth the effort.

ii. Discussed other issues brought up by membership, with no actions taken at this time.

III. Financial Report

a. Current account status is $37,803.83

b. Income from clinics was significantly down this season ($7800, versus over $12000 each of the previous three years)
IV. 2009 State Meet Planning

a. Reviewed Level Rep Responsibilities for States
b. Judging Assignments for State Meets were discussed. Floor was opened for discussion of which judges would be at which state championship meets.
c. Regional Apparel was discussed for both coaches and gymnasts. Decision to get jackets for gymnasts, and option for coaches of polo shirt or vest.
d. Level 9/10 – Mar 29 @ Sportsplex (Currently qualified -58 out of 79 Level 9; 44 out of 49 Level 10)
e. Level 8 – Apr 4 @ Unique(clinic on Apr 5 for regional qualifiers(Currently qualified -111)
f. Level 6/7 – Apr 18/19 @ Sportsplex (hosted by Rebounders) (Currently qualified -177 out of 220 Level 7; 157 Level 6) Current plan is to hold Level 6 on Saturday and Level 7 on Sunday
g. Level 5 – Apr 25/26 @ Columbia (Currently qualified -241 out of 290)
h. Level 4 – May 9/10 @ ACPR (Currently qualified –unknown, with 396 registered)
V. Level 8 Clinic Planning

a. 3 age groups 9-12:30, 3 age groups 1-4:30
i. First 3 age groups on Saturday will go in the morning, last 3 age groups on Saturday will go in afternoon
