Qualification into State Championships
1. Final rosters, with declaration of Level for State Championships, are due to the State Administrative Office no later than 4 weeks prior to the respective State Championship.  A copy should also be sent to each appropriate Level Representative.
2. If a gymnast competes at a higher level than declared after the declaration date, she MUST compete at the State Championships at the higher level. If she does not qualify for State Championships at the higher level, then she is ineligible to compete at the State Championships at either level.
3. Each club must notify the state secretary as to the name and email of the clubs designated reporter.  Once identified, the secretary will grant the club reporter access to the state reporting site on Google. The reporter must type in the appropriate information for each gymnast in their club on to the Google website.  When the gymnast receives the appropriate qualification score, it is the responsibility of the reporter to enter that score on the website. The Level Representative will verify the information when they have received the meet results from the meet hosts.
Level 8, 9, 10 
1) Qualify to State Championships via scoring minimum 32.00 All-Around at any USAG Sanctioned Competition at least 3 weeks prior to the final day of the competition.

a) If in state, the results will be sent to the appropriate Level Representatives by the Meet Director.

b) If out of state, it is the responsibility of the Maryland club to obtain a copy of the official results and mail them to the appropriate Level Representative.

2) Any gymnast who competed in the Regional Championships in the previous season and scored a minimum 32.00 All Around is automatically qualified to the State Championships at the same level in the current season. Please notify Level Representative
Level 7 
1) Qualify to State Championships via scoring minimum 32.00 All-Around at any USAG Sanctioned Competition that is held in the state of Maryland at least 3 weeks prior to the final day of competition. For qualifying scores to be eligible:
a) There must be a minimum of 2 teams competing at the meet.

b) There must be at least 2 judges per event, who are assigned to the meet by Maryland chapter of NAWGJ.

Level 4, 5, 6 
1) Qualify to State Championships via scoring minimum 31.00 All-Around at any USAG Sanctioned Competition that is held in the state of Maryland at least 3 weeks prior to the final day of competition. For qualifying scores to be eligible:
a) There must be a minimum of 2 teams competing at the meet.

b) There must be at least 2 judges per event, who are assigned to the meet by Maryland chapter of NAWGJ.
