Maryland State Cup
The Maryland State Cup will be a team only competition that will encompass teams throughout the levels.  Each team will receive points dependent upon their placement, with the overall champion receiving a trophy that they will get to keep for one season.  At Levels 4, 5, 6, and 7, the top 8 teams will compete in a separate “Team Cup” competition which will allow the gymnasts to experience a “post-season” meet at levels where there are no Regional Championships.
1. For Levels 4, 5, 6, and 7, the following procedures will be utilized:

a.  At the State Championships, a team competition will be held where the top 4 scores on each event will count towards a team score.  
b. The top 8 teams will advance to the Maryland State Cup which will be held at a later date.

c. Each level will be one session. The teams placement at the State Championships will determine starting event:

1st place – Flight B Vault


5th place – Flight A Vault

2nd place – Flight B Bars


6th place – Flight A Bars

3rd place – Flight B Beam

7th place – Flight A Beam

4th place – Flight B Floor


8th place – Flight A Floor

d. At each event, all clubs who qualified will have no more than 6 gymnasts compete on each event. These do NOT have to be the same 6 gymnasts for each event. The top 4 scores will count towards the team score

e. There will be NO individual awards. Only team awards will be given. Each competing member of the 1st place team will receive a Gold medal, the 2nd place team a silver medal, and the 3rd place team a bronze medal.
f. Each level’s state championship host will contribute $2000 towards the State Cup. This check should be made to MDUSAG and turned in no later than 48 hours following the competition

g. Each entered team will pay an entry fee of $200 per level entered. This will cover their entire team at that level. 

2. At each level, the following point structure will be used:

1st place – 15 points


5th place – 5 points

2nd place – 12 points


6th place – 4 points

3rd place – 9 points


7th place – 3 points

4th place – 7 points


8th place – 2 points

Teams who finish out of the top 8, or do not qualify for finals at Level 4-7, will receive 0 points.

3. The overall Team Cup champion will be determined by adding the points at each level for a cumulative point total.

4. That team will retain the Cup until the next year’s championship meets.
