Meeting called to order at 10:05 am
1. Financial 

a. Changes to USAG financials

i. All checks will be written by USAG National Office next year. Requests for checks will come from the state chairman to the national office, and the checks will be sent from Indiana.

b. Financial Report 2009-2010

i. Account currently has $34,757.90

ii. Some checks are still pending, but for season we will be pretty close to a net profit of $2000.00. Major factor was incredible success of clinics. Largest expense was on apparel, where $14,405.11 was spent towards athletes and coaches apparel.

2. 2011 Calendar

3. Fall Compulsory Season
After much discussion, it was decided by the board to move the compulsory state championships to December/January for the 2011-2012 season to keep in line with changes happening Nationally and Regionally.
Tentative dates for 2011-2012 Compulsories (NOTE not finalized and subject to change)

December 18, 2011 – Level 6

January 7/8, 2012 – Level 4

January 21/22, 2012 – Level 5

4. Mason Dixon/Prep-Op

The national office has highly encouraged all states to begin implementing Prep-Op programs into their states. After much discussion, MDUSAG has stated a goal of having this in place by January of 2012. Gymnasts who finish their compulsory seasons in the fall would be able to compete in the prep-op program in the spring. 
In accordance with this, the proposed joining of the Mason Dixon League to MDUSAG was discussed at length. The current proposal is to have Mason Dixon Rec competitors compete in the fall season as it currently is, with NO USAG gymnasts eligible to compete. In the spring, we would allow any Mason Dixon Rec competitor who would like to compete in the Prep-Op program with USAG competitors who have finished their compulsory season the opportunity to do so. 

After much discussion, it was decided to table this discussion until after the Mason Dixon Coaches meeting at Silver Stars Bowie on July 17 to discuss the matter with the Mason Dixon coaches.

5. State Meets
a. Duties and responsibilities of Level Reps were discussed in regards to the running of their respective State Championships. Level Reps will take a greater hand in the running of their respective State Championships, including approval of all information prior to distribution to the state.
b. Discussions were had regarding possible changing of awards at State Championships. Kristin Anderson will look into pricing of various possibilities that came up.

c. Number of judges per panel were discussed, with no changes being made at this time
d. Team Competition structure was discussed. 
i. MOTION that no Team competitions are held at State Meets except to qualify to Team Cup : Delaney. No second, motion not voted on.

ii. MOTION that for Level 4,5,6, and 7 to switch to one competition under 4-man scoring: Anderson. Second: McKenna. MOTION PASSED. After more discussion, the motion was later rescinded.

iii. MOTION to change Large Team Competition to 15 gymnasts and up for Level 4 and 5; 10 and more at Level 6 and 7: Delaney. Second: Cornelison. MOTION PASSED.
e. In addition to electronically submitting rosters, all competing gymnasts in MDUSAG will be required to have parents sign form stating:
“Gymnast parent allows their daughter’s name and image to be used by MDUSAG and member clubs on their respective websites.” 
Any parent who refuses to allow name and image may NOT have their child’s results from state meets posted. Clubs will be responsible for keeping record of this form. Club must notify MDUSAG and host club of any parents who have refused to allow their child’s name and/or image to be used. 

Form will be added to Forms link on MDUSAG web site and emailed to clubs. 

f. All members are recommended to get Consent to Treatment Forms signed by their athlete’s parents.

6. Team Cup
a. The first year of the Maryland Team Cup was discussed. Board members felt it was an overwhelming success. All athletes, judges, and coaches who attended greatly enjoyed this competition. All gymnasts received leos as gymnast gifts and all coaches and judges who attended received MDUSAG jackets.

b. Discussion was made as to possible changes to Team Cup format. At this time, no changes were made.

c. MOTION to have Team Cup on May 2: Anderson. Second: Cornelison. MOTION PASSED.
7. Fall Clinics

a. Last year’s fall clinics were discussed. Primary concern was the size of groups.  Frances will look into possibility of adding extra sessions to make smaller squads.

b. Fall clinics for 2010 will take place the weekend of September 25/26 at Sportsplex.

c. Prices will remain the same as they were last season.

8. Board Concerns

a. Elections – will run until Tuesday, June 15. Elected members will take office September 1, 2010.
b. After elections are complete, requests for volunteers will be made for appointed positions. State Chairman indicated there will be more appointed positions created to accommodate those who wish to contribute to MDUSAG.
c. Reminder to all board members that any violations of sanctions witnessed by a USAG official (which all board members are) must be written on sanction that is returned to the national office.

a. Review of changes made by National JO Board for upcoming season (please see minutes on USAG website).
