HOW TO REGISTER AN ATHLETE/CLUB FOR COMPETITION

You must register gymnasts of USAG Junior Olympic competition through the USA Gymnastics National Offices.

1. Call USAG Membership for forms, 1-800-345-4719,  or get forms online at www.usa-gymnastics.org.
2. Check to make sure the gymnast has met the qualifications for competition at the level you have designated. Make sure all athletes competing at Level 5 competition have passed levels 1-4 (meeting all proficiency requirements).  Any gymnast wishing to compete must have reached her proper age based upon the Level she will be competing.
3. Send completely filled out forms to USA Gymnastics with the membership fee.  If completing process online make sure to keep signed copy of completed form on file! USA Gymnastics will be doing periodic random checks on clubs to ensure that forms are kept at the clubs.
4. Have the parent fill out and sign the Parent Approval Form that allows MDUSAG and its member clubs to post their child’s names and scores on their respective websites. If the parent refuses, it is the responsibility of the club to notify each meet host that the child’s name may not be posted on their respective websites.

5. Each club must notify the state secretary as to the name and email of the clubs designated reporter.  Once identified, the secretary will grant the club reporter access to the state reporting site on Google. 
6. The reporter must type in the appropriate information for each gymnast in their club on to the Google website.  When the gymnast receives the appropriate qualification score, it is the responsibility of the reporter to report that score to the designated Level Representative, who will enter the score onto the site
7. Send hard copy of Team Roster (all Levels) to the State Administrative Office with $50 check made out to Maryland USAG no later than November 1, 2011. There will be a $25 late fee assessed if received after that date.
8. For appropriate levels, indicate to State Chairman which athletes are being designated as Individual Event Specialists (Level 9 and 10 only). This must be done no later than January 15, 2012.  Any gymnast not declared as event specialists by January 15 will be officially designated as All Around competitors.  
9. At the beginning of the season (by November 1), you must declare a gymnasts level.  Gymnasts may drop back one numerical level up to February 15. The club must notify the appropriate Level Representatives. After February 15 they may not drop back.

10. Gymnasts may compete up a Level, but they can not qualify to states at their new level unless they have declared their new level PRIOR to the competition they received the qualifying score at. If you wish to declare at the new level, you must notify the State Chairman AND the Level Representatives of both the old and new level prior to the meet. Once they have declared, they may qualify into States at their new level.
