MEETING CALLED TO ORDER AT 5:13 pm
I. Financial Report

a. The State Financial Report was discussed. The state currently has $13,999.43 in funds. Jay also went over the latest developments in the national reporting system.

II. Prep Op/X-Cel program
a. Discussion was held regarding adding the Prep-Op program, which is now called the X-Cel program, to Maryland. Discussed possibility of using Virginia or Pennsylvania rules until the national rules come out in 2013.
MOTION: Allow Maryland meets to have X-Cel sessions added on to current meets using the rules of the Virginia program.

MOTION: Mueller; NO SECOND, MOTION DEFEATED 
At this time we will not add this program in Maryland until the new national rules come out in 2013.

III. Easterns in Maryland!

a. Sportsplex will be hosting Easterns in May. Discussion was held with board members agreeing to assist with the administration of this meet.
IV. Team Competitions at States

a. Discussion was held concerning State Championships, and problems incurred at championships this season. Discussed included ways to better promote sportsmanship among coaches, problems of 3 and 5 man competitions, financial issues, and Maryland State Team (Top 6 AA for meet) issues. After much discussion, the following motions were made and voted on:
MOTION: Eliminate Team Competitions at Level 4 State Championships.

MOTION: Ostrove; SECOND: Mueller

MOTION DEFEATED

MOTION: Eliminate Maryland State Team Competition (Top 6 AA for meet) at Level 4 and 5 State Championships.

MOTION: Ostrove; SECOND: Cornelison

MOTION PASSED 

MOTION: For Levels 6 and up, eliminate 5 man team competition and have only a 3 man team competition.

MOTION: Cornelison; SECOND: Maurantonio

MOTION: Host clubs will reimburse the State for Team Trophies ordered. The state will continue to order the trophies for championships.

V. Level 3

a. Discussion was had regarding possibility of adding Level 3 State Championships to meet schedule.

MOTION: Add Level 3 State Championships to the Maryland USAG State Meet Schedule.

MOTION: Solito, SECOND: Ostrove

· There will be no Team Competition and no State Team Competition.

· Qualification to State Championships will require a 4.1 All Around Score at any Sanctioned competition.

· Meet will be added to State Calendar on April 28-29 weekend.
VI. Online Qualification System

a. Discussion was held regarding problems with online score reporting system.   New procedures for this year were implemented:
i. TEAMS WILL ONLY ENTER GYMNAST INFORMATION ON THE GOOGLE SITE. SCORES WILL BE REPORTED TO LEVEL REPS, WHO WILL ENTER THE SCORE INFORMATION ONCE THE SCORE IS VERIFIED WHEN THEY HAVE RECEIVED THE SCORES FROM THE MEET HOST.
ii. WE WILL ASSESS A $25 LATE FEE ON ANY CLUB WHO HAS NOT ENTERED THEIR TEAMS INFORMATION ON THE WEBSITE BEFORE NOVEMBER 1
iii. WE WILL BE ADDING COLUMNS ONTO THE SITE WHERE TEAMS WILL ENTER THE GYMNASTS SHIRT SIZE, JACKET SIZE, AND GK LEO SIZE.
VII. Level Declaration – Clarification:
a. Gymnasts may drop back levels with no penalty until February 14, provided she has not competed in a state meet at the higher level. After February 14, a gymnast will NOT be allowed to compete at a lower level.
VIII. Clinic Planning – Sept 24-25 @ Sportsplex
a. Discussion was had regarding planning of the Fall State Clinics on September 24-25. Discussion included number of rotations, potential clinicians, and gymnast gifts. Frances reported that the clinic is filling up fast!
IX. Apparel

a. We will go back to just purchasing for Level 8,9, and 10 State Meet qualifiers. Sizes will be taken from what is reported on the Google site. If there is a sizing problem, it will be the responsibility of the gymnast’s coach, not MDUSAG.
X. Regional Congress will be in Baltimore again next year…possibly in mid-August but not definite on the date yet. We are losing our normal time due to National Congress being held when we hold ours.  Regional Congress this year was one of the best ever, and members who attended gave the event high praise. Please plan to be there.
XI. State Meet Gate Fee
a. Discussion was had regarding the Admission Fee to State Championships. No Change will be made at this time. 

XII. Judges ranking list that is used for assignment to State and Regional Championships was distributed and discussed. Final standings, as voted on by SAC members, was accepted.
