1. Old Business

a. State Congress – After discussion, it was decided not to hold a state congress this year
b. New Logo – The new logo for MDUSAG was introduced and approved
2. Financial report
a. Current amount in USAG Checking Account is $39,369.02. The majority of this will be going towards Regional Apparal and paying for the Level 8 Clinic and Regional Qualifiers
b. Meets this year have tended to see bigger meets going up in numbers and smaller meets down.
3. State Championships

a. Level Reps will get with meet hosts and go over details
b. There are some questions regarding number of qualifiers. We will send out a request to clubs to re-send info in with the qualification scores.
c. Reviewed procedures for doing age group draws for State Championships
d. An additional request will be sent to members regarding Graduating Seniors and Outstanding Gymnast Nominations.

e. Judges assignments for State Championships were reviewed.
4. Level 8 Clinic

a. Planned for Day after states, Juniors go in the morning and Seniors in the afternoon. There will be 6 squads, with each Maryland team being one squad and all all-stars/other state members in another squad for each age group.
b. There will be a coaches meeting prior to go over details. We will also be assigning one coach for each Maryland team as a “leader.” This person will arrange lineups for warm-ups and bar/vault settings.

c. There will be 6 stations. At vault, bars, beam, and floor, the judges from the previous days State Championships will go over with gymnasts and coaches their routines that they performed in Statesand give suggestions for what could be improved. The gymnasts will also get a chance to work together and warm-ups will be organized. There will also be a warm-up station for the girls to all learn the warm-up together, and a team building station so the kids can get to know each other and learn to work together.
5. Elections

a. There was only one nominee for State Administrative Committee Chairman, Jay Barrows wins by acclamation. The other board positions will be up for re-election this summer. Annoncements will come in May, elections to be held in July. 
6. Qualifying procedures

a. Discussion was held of reviewing qualifying procedures into State Championships. Discussion was tabled until Summer Meeting
7. New Business
a. Discussion was held regarding possibility of hosting a Clinic for Level 7 and 8 gymnasts in the state of Maryland in addition to Compulsory Clinic. No action was taken at this time.
